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A Thought From Mark... (Excerpts from Verviers, Belgium Work Report)

Lane Adams once compared the process of spir-
itual growth to the strategy the Allies used in World War Il
to liberate islands in the South Pacific. First they would
soften up an island, weakening the resistance by shelling
the enemy strongholds with bombs from offshore ships.

Next, a small group of Marines would invade the
island and establish a beachhead—a tiny fragment of the
island that they could control. Once the beachhead was
secured, they would begin the long process of liberating
the rest of the island, one bit of territory at a time. Eventu-
ally the entire island would be brought under control, but
not without some costly battles.

Adams drew this parallel: Before Christ invades
our lives at conversion, he sometimes has to soften us up
by allowing problems we can’t handle. While some open
their lives to Christ the first time He knocks on the door,
most of us are resistant and defensive. Our preconversion
experience is Jesus saying, “Behold! | stand at the door
and bomb!”

The moment you open yourself to Christ, God gets
a beachhead in your life. You may think you have surren-
dered all your life to Him, but the truth is, there’s a lot to
your life of which you aren’t aware. You can give God only
(a)s much of you as you understand at that moment. That's
K.

Once Christ is given a beachhead, He begins the
campaign to take over more and more territory until all of
your life is completely His. There will be struggles and
battles, but the outcome never will be in doubt. God has
promised that "He who began a good work in you will carry
it on to completion until the day of Christ Jesus" (Phil. 1:6).

I cant close this letter without mentioning the
terrorist events which have occurred in France and
Belgium recently. The level of security has been
heightened to the highest point, and we are all
trying to be careful. The police and the army are
patrolling the streets and reassuring the popula-
tion here. The work of the church is continuing.
