In that sense, we 
define neighbor as somebody we already 
know, somebody who can help me, or some-
body we can help resulting in an enhance-
ment of our own status. The problem with 
those definitions is that they all begin with 
me. 
     In reality “neighbor” refers to not me.  It 
goes back to taking up our cross in our hands 
and self-denial in our hearts.  It goes back to 
loving others the way I want to be loved.  It 
goes back to “it is no longer I who live, but 
Christ who lives in me.” 
     When we define our lives the way Jesus 
does, the fussing over the definition of neigh-
bor ends.

     What do you do when you’re at the end of your 
rope?  We’ve heard it said, “You tie a knot and 
hang on.”  Christians may face challenging times 
but thankfully we cling, not to a hollow hope or a 
desperate rope but to a God who supplies all our 

needs.  Because we worship a God who has demonstrated 
the power of resurrection, through raising his own Son from 
the grave, we can confidently know that He is well able to 
bring us through any hardship. 

     In 1 Kings 17:8-24 we see of a very desperate situation. 
The prophet Elijah is in hiding because of a decree of death 
from the evil King Ahab and his wife Jezebel.  Elijah is given 
instruction by God to go and stay with a poor widow and her 
son who lived in Zarephath.  Although God makes miracu-
lous provision for them to avoid starvation, things go from 
bad to worse when the widow’s son dies.  They were 
brought to a breaking point and the widow of Zarephath 
lashes out at the prophet of God. 

     However, when we are at the end of our rope God can 
bring new life to what looks like our desperate end.  With the 
raising to life of the dead child the Lord demonstrated that 
indeed He is the source of life and truth.  This story reminds 
us that God’s children have more to hang onto than just a 
rope or a hollow hope.  We have the powerful promises of an 
almighty God who assures us that ultimately all things will 
work out for good.  He is a God who specializes in bringing 
life out of seeming death.
