Thbils reminded me of some of the oddly-named towns of the
Bible:

“Bethel” - meaning “house of God” - so named by Jacob
in Genesis 28:17, 19 when God appeared to him in a special
way at this site

“Bethlehem” - meaning “house of bread” - given signifi-
cance in the story of Ruth where there is a famine in Bethle-
hem - i.e. - there is no bread in the “house of bread”

“Beersheba” - meaning “well of the seven” - so named by
Abraham when he dug a well at this sight and sealed a
covenant by offering seven ewe lambs - Genesis 21:29-32

“Shecem” - meaning “shoulder” - an important sight
throughout the OT story; Genesis 12:6

“Capernaum” - meaning “Nahum'’s town” - the adopted
hometown of Jesus during his public ministry - Matthew
4:13

“Caesarea / Caesarea Philippi” - both NT periods towns
named after Caesar, most likely Augustus Caesar; so, mean-
ing “Caesar-town,” in essence; Matthew 16:13 / Acts 10:1

“Alexandria” - meaning “Alexander’s town,” after
Alexander the Great; Acts 18:24

“Iconium” - meaning “Image city”; Acts 14:1

Of course, the most important city, our true home, the
holy city, the city to come, the city of God - the “new
Jerusalem” - Revelation 21:2. Let us all strive to enter
that rest (Hebrews 4:11)!

CHRIST: CALLED CHRISTIANS

“And in Antioch the disciples were first called
Christians.” Acts 11:26

We must not just wear his name, we must live his name.
Perhaps it was critics who first labeled the believers in an-
cient Antioch “Christians” out of derisive intent. Maybe like
Pilate who had “king of the Jews” written on a sign pinned to
the cross, they spoke inadvertent truth. It is to our advantage,
not our shame, that we get to wear the name of Christ.

Isn’t it remarkable that as we understand more fully how
powerful the name of Christ is that we are now invited to
wear that glorious name? The Apostle Paul elegantly de-
scribes this union in the book of Romans; “Do you not know
that all of us who have been baptized into Christ Jesus were
baptized into his death? We were buried therefore with him
by baptism into death, in order that, just as Christ was raised
from the dead by the glory of the Father, we too might walk
in newness of life” (6:3-5). You see, to identify with Christ in
his death, burial, and resurrection is to put on his name and
join in new life.

And really being a Christian, wearing the name of Jesus, is
less about us and more about him. To be called a Christian is
not so much like wearing a badge as it is having a fresh iden-
tity. Just putting on a ball cap doesn’t make me a professional
baseball player, but actually signing with a pro team does.
Likewise, wearing the name Christian only counts when it is
coupled to union with Christ. The Anointed One of God in-
vites us to join with him and take on a portion of his anoint-
ing; being identified with Christ in his life and death. Howev-
er, with that blessing comes duty. We must not just wear his
name, we must live his name. We should seek to honor Jesus
by living out our faith as we eagerly anticipate his imminent
return. “For if we have been united with him in a death like
his, we shall certainly be united with him in a resurrection
like his” (Romans 6:5).

Today I will... proudly wear the name of Christ. Not as a
point of personal arrogance but to honor the one who died
and rose for me. I am so happy to be a Christian and eagerly
anticipate the return of the Messiah. Just as Jesus rose from

the grave I too have the hope of life everlasting.
