One of the fastest growing segments of our popu-
lation are those who are senior citizens. It has creat-
ed volumes of information regarding the "graying of
society." This group of people have concerns unique
to only them and they are facing many of these con-
cerns without support from others. Among those
needs are those age-related, financial stresses, health
issues, companionship among others. Churches have
never faced these problems with generations, there-
fore, are often unprepared to meet the concerns. The
36th Street church has decided she wants to be of
assistance to these precious folk.

To do this we are beginning a pilot ministry to
meet the unique needs mentioned above and others
unknown at this time. The elders have asked that I
give my attention to this need and I am thrilled to do
so. Beginning October 1, 2016, I will begin working
part time in this new ministry. Currently [ am assem-
bling a group of five or six to serve in an advisory
capacity as we develop this effort. This will not be a
work built around monthly meetings, programs, etc,
but one to offer assistance in problem solving. It Is
hoped we will not only be helping those with specific
problems, but also those who are caregivers. [ have
already searched for and received commitments
from Christian family counselors to provide profes-
sional help when requested.

Please, understand this ministry will not affect
our very active and effective Young At Heart ministry
led so ably by John and Shirley Eckhart. Our target
group will be those who have reached an age or
situation where involvement in YAH is difficult.
