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     Signs and Wonders 
     Acts 2:43 tells us that in the Jerusalem church, 
“many wonders and miraculous signs were done by 
the apostles.”  I have heard people say the church 
today cannot grow like the first century church be-
cause we cannot perform miracles.  To test that 
statement, we need to look at God’s purpose for those 
signs and wonders. 
     Hebrews 2:1-4 discusses the message of salvation.  
Verse 4 says “God also testified to it by signs, won-
ders and various miracles, and gifts of the Holy Spirit 
distributed according to His will.”  The purpose of the 
signs and wonders was not to attract large crowds 
which could then be converted, but to confirm the 
gospel message that was being preached – to prove 
that the message was from God. 
     Today we have the complete message of salvation 
from God recorded in the Bible, along with a record of 
the signs and wonders that God used to confirm it.  
When we share the gospel with someone, we don’t 
have to perform a miracle to prove what we say. We 
can simply show them what God’s Word says. 
     Even though God does not use signs and wonders 
to confirm His Word today, He does use the miracle 
of changed lives.  When a person obeys the gospel and 
truly submits their life to Christ, they will be changed 
in a way that will be obvious to those around them, 
and that will confirm the gospel they obeyed. 
     Can the Lord’s church grow today without apos-
tles performing signs and wonders?  Yes, because 
that is the way God designed His kingdom.  And don’t 
forget, even though thousands in the first century 
saw the miracles and believed, there were many more 
who saw and did not believe.   
     People with an honest heart who are seeking the 
truth will not need a “sign.”  They will recognize the 
true gospel for what it is – God’s message of salva-
tion.

I would far rather risk scaring someone off than 

failing to extend them the love of Christ!
