We can only begin to truly praise God when we recog-
nize His authority, understand that He is in control, real-
ize that we rely on Him for everything, and begin to
comprehend the concept of grace and the awesome love
He has for us that culminated in the death of His Son for
our sins. This knowledge motivated the early Christians
to live as described in the second chapter of Acts - bein
devoted to God’s word and to worshipping Him, an
being devoted to one another.

When
our relationship with God is right, we will not only want
to praise Him, but we will also be devoted to Him and to
our brothers and sisters in Christ.

Sharing the message of salvation
with the lost was easy for them, because it meant more to
them than anything. Let us not be ashamed of the gos-
pel! Instead, let us allow our friends and neighbors to
see us praising God!
