I don't want to make my decisions based on my lim-
ited human wisdom. Please lead me by your Spirit in the direction you 
want me to go and use me to bring you glory and praise. Thank you for 
caring about my life enough to show me your way more clearly. In Je-
sus' name I pray. Amen.
