For that man ought not to expect that
he will receive anything from the Lord, being a
double-minded man, unstable in all his ways.
James 1: 5-8

We humbly ask, and trust the one who gives the
answer. And that belief is part of the posture of
seeking wisdom as well; if we want to receive
great and mighty things which we do not know,
we must be willing to accept that God gives
knowledge faithfully and act on that wisdom re-
gardless of our limits of understanding.
