of the territories they control are anything but united.

Rather, the church of the 1st Century lived out their oneness in Christ: one body, one
Spirit, one hope, one Lord, one faith, one baptism, and one God and Father of all. Be-
cause they truly knew the power of our Potentate, the King of Kings, through Him
giving of Himself through the gospel for our eternity with Him, they were internally

motivated to give “to each as any had need.”

In an age of low attendance and stretched budgets, it’s nice to have government help
programs to point people to when they are in need, but we’re really sending them to
a version of what the Lord’s church should be in the 21st Century. By faith, we should
instead strive for the same unity and internal desire to give that the early Christians
had.
