Yet, our mission is still to “go and make disciples” in ever-increasing secular 
world with ever-shortening attention spans—ours as well as those we 
would reach.  
 

Somehow, we must rally and focus our army of squirrels long enough for 
them to be motivated to convince squirrels out in the world that the acorn 
that God offers is the only one to pursue.

Just before He goes to the cross to die for us, Jesus took off His outer     
garment and washed His disciples’ feet—like the lowliest of servants.
